Exhortation: Joshua 1:10-18
The LORD leads His people toward the promised inheritance through faithful leadership and covenant unity.  
We will see this in three ways:  
1. Joshua prepares Israel to enter the promised inheritance as the LORD commanded (vv. 10–11) 
2. Joshua reminds the eastern tribes of their covenant duty to help their brothers inherit the land (vv. 12–15) 
3. Israel responds in united obedience to the LORD and His appointed leader (vv. 16–18)

the pillar and ground of the truth (1Tim. 3:15,16)

The Heidelberg Catechism
55. Q. What do you understand by the communion of saints? 
55. A. First, that believers, all and everyone, as members of Christ have communion with Him and share in all His treasures and gifts.[1] Second, that everyone is duty-bound to use his gifts readily and cheerfully for the benefit and well-being of the other members.[2] 
[1] Rom. 8:32; I Cor. 6:17; 12:4-7, 12, 13; I John 1:3. 
[2] Rom. 12:4-8; I Cor. 12:20-27; 13:1-7; Phil. 2:4-8.

61. Q. Why do you say that you are righteous only by faith? 
61. A. Not that I am acceptable to God on account of the worthiness of my faith, for only the satisfaction, righteousness, and holiness of Christ is my righteousness before God.[1] I can receive this righteousness and make it mine my own by faith only.[2] 
[1] I Cor. 1:30, 31; 2:2. [2] Rom. 10:10; I John 5:10-12. 

62. Q. But why can our good works not be our righteousness before God, or at least a part of it? 
62. A. Because the righteousness which can stand before God's judgment must be absolutely perfect and in complete agreement with the law of God,[1] whereas even our best works in this life are all imperfect and defiled with sin.[2] 
[1] Deut. 27:26; Gal. 3:10. [2] Is. 64:6. 

63. Q. But do our good works earn nothing, even though God promises to reward them in this life and the next?[1] 
63. A. This reward is not earned; it is a gift of grace.[2] 
[1] Matt. 5:12; Heb. 11:6. [2] Luke 17:10; II Tim. 4:7, 8. 

64. Q. Does this teaching not make people careless and wicked? 
64. A. No. It is impossible that those grafted into Christ by true faith should not bring forth fruits of thankfulness.[1] 
[1] Matt. 7:18; Luke 6:43-45; John 15:5.

65. Q. Since then faith alone makes us share in Christ and all His benefits, where does this faith come from? 
65. A. From the Holy Spirit,[1] who works it in our hearts by the preaching of the gospel,[2] and strengthens it by the use of the sacraments.[3]
